Greetings from your Congregation Council. This
month at Council we:

Reviewed the detailed April Finance Report with
Finance Committee Chairperson, Ed Kern. Our
finances continue to be encouraging for this year
and to quote Ed, we
this point for the remainder of the year. Year-to-
date, our income is approximately $136,000
above our previously budgeted amount. This
increase consists primarily of unanticipated anni-
versary gifts and other general operating income
above budgeted levels.
