A number of
people in the congregation have been using this sys-
tem for years (including the Summys, Lees and
Yensers) and have never had any problem.

We have a
solution for you. You will notice that located on the
cabinet just to the left of the center doors to the wor-
ship space there is now a Simply Giving sign with 3x5
cards that say "Simply Giving" on them. Should you
decide to make your offering to the church through
Simply Giving, simply pick up a card on your way
into church and, when the plate is passed, put the card
in the plate instead of an offering envelope. This will
give you something to put in the plate and, even more
importantly, will be a witness to others that you have
committed to giving through Simply Giving.
